General Information

Introduction

Children of military members attend schools in the surrounding Charleston, Dorchester II,
and Berkeley County School Districts. The districts provide a full range of educational
programs, i.e., vocational and technical training, traditional academic programs, athletics,
classes for gifted students and students with special needs. There is also a wide array of
magnet, charter, virtual, and private schools options available in the area. School starts in
mid-August and ends early June for most schools.

South Carolina Public Schools

Public schools are operated at the county level under the South Carolina Department of
Education. Statewide test results, and overall school quality, can vary significantly from
school to school within each district. It is recommended you look at the individual school
report cards Online, and visit each campus, as you make your housing decision.

A new report card format is expected 2017-2018, but no official word on whether it will
contain any progress ratings. **

New Student Registration: Tips for Changing to a New School

Get an “unofficial” copy of transcripts/records to hand carry. This will help ensure proper
placement at the new school, in case your official records are delayed. You are
authorized to carry this “unofficial” copy under terms of the Military Children’s Interstate
Compact referenced on Page 5. Call the SLO if you have any trouble with this.

High school students should work with guidance at the receiving school as early as
possible. Find out all you can about the courses you are going to sign up for at the new
school. Bring a copy of your previous high school course syllabi, or a copy of your
textbook’s Table of Contents. Algebra II may cover different material at your new school,
don't wait for an unpleasant surprise.

Enroliment (Age Requirements/Pre-K)

Children who will be five years old on or before 1 Sep must register for Kindergarten.
Children who will be four years old on or before 1 Sep may be eligible for pre-school, but
strict guidelines apply. Contact the school in your attendance zone for available slots and
requirements for eligibility to attend. According to South Carolina Law, school-aged
children must be transferred/enrolled in school within 10 days of arrival.

Immunizations

The Medical Clinics will assist you with proper immunizations for South Carolina. Call:
843-963-6714 for the AB, or 843-794-6850 at the WS. They will complete DHEC Form
1125, required for enroliment in SC school system.

Attendance Policies: According to state law, students attend assigned public
schools within their district of residence. Joint Base has no provisions for military
families to cross district boundaries, so make sure you know where your residence is
assigned for schools. If in doubt, call the district or the School Liaison Officer. There are
a few charter schools that draw from all areas of the state regardless of residence.

Since 1950, Congress has provided financial assistance to Local Education Agencies (LEA)
through the Impact Aid Program. The purpose is to disburse payments to the LEAs that
are financially burdened by Federal activities, including lost property tax revenue due to
tax exempt federal property and the increased expenditures due to the enroliment of
federally connected children in their district.

Joint Base Charleston Air Base is located in Charleston County. They serve more than
49,837 students in 82 schools, and are one of the largest school districts in South Carolina.

Those Living in Air Base (AB) Housing

AB Housing is serviced by Charleston County Schools. Families may elect to attend Lambs
Elementary or Hunley Park Elementary (K-5). Middle school students (6-8) are assigned to
Zucker Middle School, a science magnet school. Stall High School (9-12) is a state of the
art facility that is demonstrating strong improvement under new leadership.

CCSD Choice School Options

Charleston County’s Resolution to Accommodate Military Families significantly expands
access to Choice School Options for military families. It provides:

e Extended magnet school application periods for military families arriving outside the
normal application deadlines.

e The Choice Application for Military Families provides inbound families a choice of up
to three schools they would like to attend. Transportation to a choice school varies,
depending on the individual school.

e Applications are submitted directly to the CCSD office as noted on the application.
A copy of your orders will be required as well.

DO NOT APPLY DIRECTLY TO ANY OF THE CHOICE SCHOOLS. Please communicate with
the district directly as noted on the application, or with the School Liaison Officer, if you
have questions.

CCSD Charter Schools operate their own lottery and wait lists. You can contact them
directly for additional information.

Early College/Dual Credit

CCSD schools offer Advanced Placement and Dual Credit programs in the high schools,
and the district offers an Early College High School campus. Students have the
opportunity to earn college credits, and “potentially” an Associate’s Degree, upon
graduation from high school.

Berkeley County School District (https://www.bcsdschools.net)

Berkeley County School district is located slightly North of the Air Base, and is home to the
JB Charleston Weapons Station. It provides K-12 education for more than 32,962 students
at 43 schools. The county is undergoing massive growth, and there is a wide range of
housing and educational opportunities.

Those Living in Weapons Station (WS) Base Housing

WS housing is serviced by Berkeley County Schools. Marrington Elementary School serves
grades Kindergarten to 5™ grade. There is a full day 4 year old program for families that
meet the household income criteria. Marrington Middle School of the Arts is an arts-
infused magnet school for grades 6-8. The school has been awarded the National Blue
Ribbon Award and a Palmetto’s Finest designation. Goose Creek High School and the
Berkeley Center for the Arts provide comprehensive 9-12 curriculum.

Be aware that any “Active Duty” military family attached to Joint Base Charleston, and
living in Berkeley County, may enroll their school age children in the Marrington Schools.
Transportation is ONLY provided for on-base residents living 1.25 miles, or greater, from
the school.

In 2003, according to the DOE estimate, there were 1,096,000 homeschooled children in the 5-through-
17 age group in the United States. That equaled 2.2 percent of the 50,707,000 students in that age
bracket the United States that year. In 2007, there were 1,520,000 homeschooled children in the 5-
through-17 age group, according to the DOE estimate. That equaled 3.0 percent of the 51,135,000
students in the 5-through-17 age group that year. By 2012, the latest year reported with the new data,
there were 1,773,000 homeschooled in the 5-through-17 age bracket. That equaled 3.4 percent of the
51,657,000 students in the 5-through-17 age group that year.

Many parents who home school in South Carolina choose Option 3 because it allows more flexibility,
particularly in the area of curriculum selection. Option 3 requires affiliation with an accountability
association. An accountability association is an organization operated by home schoolers that provides a
means of legal compliance for its members under SC home school statutes 59-65-45 (SCAIHS) and 59-
